JOURNAL REPORT OF UNIT 1

BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING
MAY 20, 2025

The Homeowners’ Board held a meeting on
Tuesday, May 20, 2025 with 6 board mem-
bers and Joe Polkowski, Property Manager,
in attendance.

Following are the major points of board
members’ reports:

Treasurer/Alterations Director
Bob Helmick

An update was given on the operating and
reserve accounts. At our April meeting,
delinquencies were $9,269. As of April 30,
2025 delinquencies are $8,624 (a slight
decrease). Five homeowners are in
arrears over $1,000 each. They are with
our attorney for collection or foreclosure.
Since our last meeting, we have had 22
alteration requests.

There are several things which will be done
over the summer months. The new
marquee, which has already been
approved, will be taken care of. The old
carpet in the library and the clubhouse
office will be replaced, partitions in the
men’s restroom are to be replaced, and the
floor in the clubhouse will be refinished.
