Once you have a permit you may park in 
the spaces along 98th Terrace, NOT in the main parking 
lot. The permit is valid for two weeks only and must be 
prominently displayed on your dash.

We were able to pro-
vide Pinellas Park Police with a little over $6000.00 for 
their charity. Many needy children had a wonderful 
Christmas this year because of our generosity.
