News fcom. the aBoa'cd:

Hoppy Easter everyone! April is upon us and we will be
saying goodbye to all our snowbirds who will be heading
back north. It was good to see everyone again and we
wish you safe travels. At our April 2 Homeowners meet-
ing we will have a guest speaker, County Commissioner,
Kathleen Peters. She will be there to hear our concerns in
regards to the solid waste facility and she will also update
us on issues the county is working on as well. If you have
any thoughts or questions on what’s going on at the
County Commission this would be a good time to ask. |
hope many of you will show up and hear what she has to
say.

At our March 5 HOA meeting we passed two motions.
The first motion was to install Govee Lights on the club-
house. The Men’s Club donated half the cost and a donor
provided the other half. The men’s club will be installing
the lights at some point in the near future. The other item
that was passed was a motion to destroy records older
than December 31, 2018 in compliance with Florida Stat-
ute and Federal Law. Joe needs the storage space so we
had to make room.

The pool issues have hopefully been resolved for now.
The leak detection company located a three foot structur-
al crack in the side wall of the grid tank. The crack was
sealed with epoxy and the bill was $700. The pool was
closed for a couple of days while repairs were made but
is now open for business once again. We also had a new
flagpole installed in front of the clubhouse. The storm we
had a few weeks ago ripped the rope and the flag right
off the pole. To re-rope the flagpole would require a
bucket truck at a cost of $350 or more. The new pole was
$200 installed and can be taken down to re-rope if neces-
sary.

In regard to the 501(C)(7) exemption, all paperwork has
been completed and was submitted to the IRS; now we
are waiting for them to approve the exemption. This
could take several months, especially since it is tax sea-
son. When we hear something, we will let you know.
