Now is the time to start preparing for the storms. Get
some extra water and non-perishable food now before the
rush.

The second motion was to have four
live oaks and one rosewood tree on the empty lot that
borders 96™ Terrace trimmed and the broken limbs re-
moved. These trees have quite a few dead branches hang-
ing in them from hurricanes Helene and Milton. Some of
the branches are hanging over the homes on Mainlands’
Boulevard, which could cause damage in a future storm.
This motion was passed, and hopefully the work has been
completed by the time you are reading this. The last mo-
tion was to change the construction code to allow re-
tractable patio awnings on the front of Abby and Baldwin
model homes. The reason for just these two models is
because they don’t have a covered area out front to sit out
of the sun. Retractable awnings are currently allowed
over rear patios. The motion was approved and the first
mailing of the new rule will be sent out at the end of July
or the beginning of August for everyone’s review. Once
the code has been changed in October, alterations request
can be submitted.

I hope to see those of you still here at our last meeting of
the summer on June 4, at 6:30 p.m. We will be having a
Board of Directors planning and budget workshop meet-
ing on Tuesday, July 14, at 9:30 a.m. which you are wel-
come to attend. If you have vacation trips planned, we
wish you safe travels. I’ll be keeping cool in the pool so
hope to see you there!
